NOW, THEREFORE, MassHousing and you agree as follows:

1. Relocation Assistance. Subject to the terms and conditions described below, MassHousing will pay you the sum of $       (relocation assistance).
2. Conditions. In order to obtain the relocation assistance, you must comply with the following conditions:
A. Vacancy Date. You must vacate the property by            (vacancy date). Any change in the vacancy date must be approved by MassHousing. The real estate agent retained by MassHousing to manage the property does not have the authority to change the vacancy date. 
B. Inspection and Condition of Premises. Your unit must be left in “broom clean” condition and must be available for inspection by MassHousing or its designee upon 24 hours notice.
C. Access You will allow reasonable access to your unit upon 24 hours notice for the purpose of inspecting, appraising, marketing and showing the unit and/or the property to prospective buyers. 
3. Reductions in Relocation Assistance. MassHousing will deduct from the relocation assistance any costs it incurs in bringing the unit to “broom clean” condition if your unit is not left in said condition. 
4. Release of MassHousing from Liability. For and in consideration of the payment of the relocation assistance and other good and valuable consideration, you agree to release, discharge, indemnify and hold harmless, and covenant not to sue or file any administrative, civil or any other form of action against MassHousing or its past, present or future directors, trustees, officers, agents (including any broker retained by MassHousing in this matter),attorneys, employees, representatives, predecessors, successors, assigns, subsidiaries, and/or affiliates from and with respect to any and all claims, demands, charges, liabilities, actions, suits, judgments, and demands whatsoever of every name and nature, both in law or at equity that relate to the occupancy of your unit at the property or to any claim of tenancy that you may assert. 
5. Agreement. By executing this agreement, you agree to all the terms and conditions stated above.
6. Massachusetts Law Governs. This agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.
