Expectations for Healthy Homes in Our Housing Community
For safety and sanitation reasons that affect the building and all residents in the building, these are the minimum expectations for an acceptable Housekeeping Inspection.

Your Lease states: (QUOTE)
General Expectations throughout the apartment– 

· The area is odor free 

· The area is free from large quantities of papers, paper bags, boxes (fire hazard, pest attraction).  

· There is an absence of food crumbs, open containers of food, grease, dirt, stain, sticky areas.  

· There is no evidence of pests and pest droppings.

· There is access to all electrical outlets, plumbing, smoke detectors, sprinkler heads, windows.  At least 1 foot of space cleared around these areas.

Kitchen  

Floor – swept, mopped. Absence of food crumbs, grease, dirt.

Walls – clear of grease, stain.

Counters – uncluttered, wiped clean, inside and outside.  Absence of food crumbs, grease, stickiness.

Stovetop & oven – wiped clean. Absence of food, grease.

Refrigerator – wiped clean, inside and out.  Not stuffed to capacity.

Cabinets – wiped clean, not stuffed.  

Trash cans – lined with plastic bag, not overflowing, odor-free

Bedrooms

Floor – uncluttered, carpets/floors free from trash, no accumulated dust and dirt.

Closets – unstuffed, clutter-free, odor-free, free from large quantities of papers, paper bags, boxes.
Trash cans – not overflowing, odor-free.

Hallways/closets

Floor – Swept or vacuumed, uncluttered.
Closets – unstuffed, clutter-free
Bathroom

Floor – mopped.  Absence of soil, mildew.
Sink & tub – wiped clean.  Absence of soil, mildew
Walls – clear of smudges, soil
Living/Dining areas

Floor – swept or vacuumed, uncluttered, absence of layers of dust.
Walls – clean, free from soil and marks
Table tops – uncluttered, wiped clean, no large quantities of papers, bags, boxes.
Ash trays – not overflowing.  No evidence of unsafe smoking habits.
If you have a disability and this situation is a result of that disability, you have the right to request a reasonable accommodation.
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
