Pest Prevention Tips

By following these guidelines you will be decreasing the availability of suitable habitats (homes) for pests. It will also help prepare your apartment for the next scheduled pest control appointment.  
· Keep all living areas clean (including floors) and free of useless clutter. This will cut down on areas in the apartment that roaches and/or mice can nest and hide. It will also make it easier for pest control to exterminate what were once hard to reach areas.

·  ALL Kitchen appliances and surfaces should be kept free of spills and crumbs. Clean shelves and cabinets regularly and store foods (such as cereal, flour, rice, etc) in sealed / re-sealable containers. 

· Periodically sweep and vacuum floor areas in the kitchen, under furniture, and around dining areas. In high traffic areas (where food is consumed) it is necessary to sweep/vacuum after each meal. 

· Keep garbage areas clean. Garbage should be stored in sealed containers with covers and disposed of regularly. 

· Doors and windows should always be kept closed. When window is open, check to make sure that there are no holes in the screen.  

· Wipe up water left on floors, counters and ALL other surfaces. Roaches can survive a month or more without food, but less than two weeks without water. Mice too, cannot survive long without water. 

· Inspect boxes, grocery bags and other packaging brought into your home thoroughly. Insects have been known to come in on potted plants and in luggage. 

· Roaches like dark, damp places with a plentiful food supply; they hide during the day in warm, dark places, such as under sinks, behind dishwashers, stoves and refrigerators, and inside cupboards. Clean out these areas and make sure no food or water is left here. 

CARING FOR YOUR CARPET

Residents are charged for damaged carpet upon move-out.  In order to help reduce any charges that may be incurred at move-out, the following carpet care tips are provided.   


1.
Vacuum frequently.  Vacuuming frequently prolongs the life of the carpet while keeping it clean.

2.
Clean spills immediately.  Use 2 or 3 drops of dish soap on a damp rag and blot spills until clean.

3.
Clean by blotting the soiled areas instead of rubbing them.  Rubbing the area damages carpet fibers.

*4.
Clean pet urine using about 2 ounces of vinegar mixed with a quart of warm water.  Blot the area using the water/vinegar mixture.  

5. On stains, use spot removers following manufacturer’s directions.

6. If setting potted plants on the carpet, make sure a waterproof dish or 


plate is placed under them.

7. Place throw rugs at entrances and over transitions points to linoleum 

or tile.  This decreases the wear of the carpet.

*Pet urine and Pet damage are the leading causes for carpet replacement. 
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
